Format requirements to articles for the collection of scientific papers of the conference

· The volume of an article is no more than 6 pages, format A5, with  margins (all) 20 mm,  submitted in WORD-2003. The font Times New Roman should be used, line spacing – single, 5mm indented paragraphs. The head of  an article is written in the centre in upper case letters in bold type, font size – 10; in one spacing surnames and initials of authors  (in the centre) are typed in lower-case letters in bold type, font size – 12; the next line is the name of an institute, its address (fax, e-mail), font size – 10. Then within one spacing the author’s photo and his/ her brief scientific experience should be written. The text of this scientific experience is written in lower-case letters, font size – 8, in one spacing the text of the article is written, font size – 10. Fomulas should be written in MathType.

· Captures under the pictures and the names of the tables should be placed in the centre, font size – 8. References should be in square brackets – [  ]. The bibliographic list should be written according to the all-Union Standard 7.1-84 after the text of the article, font size – 8.

· Articles can be written in Russian or in English.

· To participate in the conference the application form should be filled in (appendix 1), deadline is May, 19, 2014.

1. Abstracts should be presented in two forms:

a) printed form in format A5;

b) file format.

2. Abstracts should be submitted in MS Word, format A5 (148×210 mm); margins (all) 20 mm; page limit – no more than 4 pages; font Times New Roman; font size 10, automatic hyphenation, line spacing – single.

3. Surnames and initials of authors and scientific supervisors are typed in lower-case letters attached to the right margin, in italic bold type, font size – 10. The abbreviation of university or organization, and city is also written here.
4. The head of abstracts is written in upper case letters in bold type, font size – 12, hyphenation is not allowed.

5. The text is written in one line after the head, 5mm indented paragraphs.

6. Tables, formulas, drawings are inserted in the text. All lettering should be in font size 8. The head of tables should be written in bold type, side lines should be invisible.

7. Formulas should be written in MS Equation in the middle of the line, font size – 11.

8. References should be in square brackets – [  ].
